Dear Applicant,

Thank you for your interest in applying for a Hui O' Na Wahine Merit Scholarship.  The Hui O' Na Wahine is an all ranks spouses club located at Schofield Barracks, Hawaii.  The Merit Scholarships are sponsored through funds provided by the Scholarship and Welfare Account of the Hui O’Na Wahine.  The purpose of these awards is to provide recognition of academic dedication on the part of the recipients.

I. ELIGIBILITY FOR THE MERIT SCHOLARSHIPS
	
1. SCHOLARSHIPS FOR HIGH SCHOOL SENIORS:
· Must be an immediate family member of a Hui member in good standing.
· If joined prior to 31 December of that membership year then they may apply for a scholarship with no application fee.
· If joined after 31 December of that membership year and paid the half price membership fee then they may apply for a Scholarship but a $15.00 application fee will apply.
· Must be a graduating high school senior or have graduated within the past two years and have NOT YET attended college, business or trade school,
· Must attend an accredited college, business or trade school within the next academic year.
· Must have a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 3.0 or higher.
· Must not have accepted any 4-year scholarship (military academy appt., ROTC, athletic scholarship or the like).

2. SCHOLARSHIPS FOR ADULT HUI MEMBER/FAMILY MEMBER:
· Must be Hui members, or their immediate family member, in good standing.
· If joined prior to 31 December of that membership year then they may apply for a Scholarship with no application fee.
· If joined after 31 December of that membership year and paid the half price membership fee then they may apply for a Scholarship but a $15.00 application fee will apply.
· Must be currently enrolled in or accepted to an accredited college, business or trade school.
·  Must attend an accredited college, business or trade school within the next academic year.
· Must not have accepted any full scholarship (military academy appointment, ROTC, athletic scholarship or the like).

II. CRITERIA FOR SCHOLARSHIP  

The Merit Scholarship shall be based upon the following:

V.  NOTIFICATION OF AWARD

	A.  Recipients of the merit scholarships will be notified on or about 10 April 2012. 

B. The award will be made directly to the academic institution upon receipt of an official school "Verification of Student Enrollment" sent by the Registrar's Office. Recipients will be provided with appropriate documentation which must be completed and returned to the Hui O’Na Wahine by the academic institution which recipient is attending. Any unusual circumstances, which might delay the student's educational schedule, must be brought to the attention of the Scholarship Chairman to determine continued eligibility for the award.

VI. MERIT SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE

A. The committee is comprised of Schofield Barracks Hui O’ Na Wahine members.  The chair shall not vote, as he/she prepares the applications for the voting members.  Parents of students applying for the award are ineligible to serve on the committee.  

	B.  Judging will be done by the Merit Scholarship Committee.

C. The committee will determine the number of awards to be given based on available funds. A list of alternates will be kept in the event that a winner cannot accept the award. 

D. Award winners will be selected based on their ranking and the given criteria listed in item II, Criteria for Scholarship.

	F.  Decisions of the Merit Scholarship Committee will be final.
