Character Information
The information below will provide you with the basic information for each cast member. This will provide your cast with a good understanding of the characters and their motives.

Gerald Glin (The Farmer / Caretaker….Christine Hole) 
Description: Gerald and his wife and four children live on a farm outside of town.
People in town find him slightly odd as he works on the Church grounds and
cemetery. When the USA declared war on Germany and Japan, Gerald refused to
sign up even though nearly everyone in town did. He is a conscientious objector.

Motive: Gerald and his wife were making quite a lot of money on the black market
selling their scrawny, underfed chickens for far more than they were worth.
Charlotte wouldn't leave him alone. She'd been writing about him in that
newspaper of hers. Perhaps he just wanted to shut her up?

[image: ]Inspector Flic (The Inspector …Jennifer Kelling)  
Description: Inspector Jack Flic comes from a long line of policeman. He wants to
make a name for himself. Pity he's not the sharpest knife in the drawer. He'll need      
all the help he can get.

Motive: Inspector Flic is the detective. He might be a bit bumbling, but he's no murderer.


Marguerite Dubois (The Full-time Volunteer…Carolyn Owen)

straight-laced and highly moral, looking down her nose at the slightest sign of
waste in these difficult times. She writes regularly to her husband George who is 
serving on the front.

Motive: Marguerite is bitter about not having been chosen "Volunteer of the
Year." Did she wish Charlotte dead so she could have the prize instead? Or does
she have something else to hide?


Marlene De Trique (The Bomb Shell…Cindy Michau)
[image: ]Description: Marlene's mysterious background and German accent are the subject
of much of the town's gossip these days. No one has really worked out where she's
from nor when she first came to town. No matter, she's a regular at the "Volunteer!
Ladies' Luncheons" and no one could find fault in her fight on the home front,
except perhaps for her extravagant wardrobe.

Motive: Marlene is a Nazi spy. Early on in the war, a U-boat was ordered to travel
as far as possible down the St. Lawrence. While the U-boat was discovered and
chased back to sea, Marlene, and the two others with her, had already made it to
shore. She's sure to win the Iron Cross for the information she's sent back home so
far. Could Charlotte Gaffe have suspected her? Did Marlene have to kill her to
keep her quiet?



Paul E. Tischan (The Guest of Honor … Allison Gibson)

Tischan is well used to, and indeed seems to soak up, the spotlight. He is the Guest
of Honor this evening and has been asked to present this year's "Volunteer of the
Year" award to an outstanding citizen for their contribution to the war effort. If
only he would stop talking...
												
Motive: While Paul E. Tischan is grateful for the support Lotta Gaffe has given
him and his support of the draft, he doesn't appreciate the way she's been doing it.
She's loud, brash and unpredictable. While she might be support him today, he's
not entirely sure she won't switch sides tomorrow. She is ruining his chances of reelection...

Samantha Heriton (The Nurse…Rachel Taylor )
Description: Samantha, Sam for short, is a trained nurse who volunteers at the

and kind, everything that could be called good to come out this war, she is as stiff
as the starch in her neat white cap.

Motive: Sam had two reasons to hate the loose-lipped journalist. Sam has seen too
many young boys die because they were inspired to go to war by the posters Lotta
created. Also, Sam was married to a soldier. He was sent on leave and Sam never
saw him again. Someone somewhere talked about the location of his ship and it
was blown out of the water. Could that someone have been Lotta Gaffe?

Walter Wingfield (The Pilot…Jennifer Wagner)
Description: Having served as well in the Great War, Walter is proud of his war

home. While he wishes he were flying with the boys in Britain, he knows he is still
contributing to the war effort.

Motive: Walter fell ill with tuberculosis and while his division was sent on to
Italy, he was sent home. He never fought in the Battle for Britain, in fact, he never
saw active combat, not in this war nor the Great War. He spent the last war as a
prisoner in Germany. Lotta knew all about his "war record." Could he have killed
her to keep his secret a secret? Also, Walter is in love with Samantha Heriton. He
would do anything for her. Even kill Lotta Gaffe?
