U.S. Army Garrison, Oahu This consent is contingent on compliance with the requirements and conditions of all applicable Army
regulations and all related Schofield BarracksO policies. This organization will not in any way prejudice or discredit the Department c
the Army or other agencies of the federal government, or engage in activities that conflict with authorized activtieppropriated

fund instrumentalities.

Section 3: PURPOSE ~The purpose of the Hui is to enhance the quality of life for our community by continuing in the traditions of
providing a support system for the Hui members, creating a sense of unity, developing leadership skills and the promotion of communi
spirit throwgh the coordination of revemnygoducing projects to finance community needs.

Article 11

OFFICERS and GOVERNING BODY

Section 2:ELECTED OFFICERS of the Hui consist of the President, First-Riesident, Second Videresident, Secretary, and
Treasurer. ELECTED OFFICERS serve for a term of one year commehcinge. Elected officers shall not serve simultaneously on
other military spouse club board€lected officers are required to atfeall scheduled meetings included but not limited to executive
board meetings, governing board meetings, general membership meetings (lunchedhs) it Shop Advisory Board meetings.
Any elected officer unable tilfill their duties could be askéd step down from their position at the discretion of the Hui President and
Honorary President.

Section 3BEXECUTIVE BOARD of the Hui consists of the Honorary OffiseHonorary Advisor(s), Parliamentarian, and the Elected
Officers. The EXECUTIVE BOAR has authority to decide on matters including, but not limited to, dissolution of the Hui, litigation
involving the Hui, insurance coverage and financial issues. &rtlyeHui members are eligible to be elected/selected for a position on
the EXECUTIVE BOARD. The Honorary Officet Honorary Advisor(s) and Parliamentarian are maoting members.The President
shall vote at the Hui Executive and Governing Board meetings in the event of a tie.

Section 4:APPOINTED CHAIRS of the Hui may include: Activities, Decorations, Fundraising, Historian, Hospitaligli Lei
Advertising, Hui Lei Editor, Hui Lei Distribution, Hui Property, Membership, Parliamentarian, Publicity, Reservations, Scholarships,
Thrift Shop Liaison,Vendor Chair, VolunteeCoordinator,Ways & Means(OTropic TreasuresQ)elfare, Webmasterand other
appointed chairs/positions established with the majority vote of the Executive Board. APPOINTED POSITIONS ¢eeterfarof

Section 5:GOVERNING BOARD shall consist of the Honorary President, Honorary Advisor(s), Parliamentarian, the Electd,Offic
and the Appointed Chairs. The powers of administration, management, and regular opértt®rHui shall be vested with the
GOVERNING BOARD. All members of the GOVERNING BOARD must be Hui Membetswever, Governing Board Members may
not be a vedor at Hui functions.



Article 11T
MEMBERSHIP

Section 1:MEMBERSHIP ~ Membership is voluntary. Membership shall consist of ACTIVE, ASSOCIATE, HONORARY, and
OTHER MEMBERS, as defined herein. The membership year begins 1 June and concludes 3th&lfllofving year. Members in
good standing shall be defined as all financial obligations to the Hui are met.

Section 2:ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP ~ The following shall be eligible for ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP and will become members upon
payment of dues as providadthe ByLaws of this organization. ACTIVE MEMBERS shall have the right to vote, hold office, receive
appointments to chair a committee, and participate in all Hui sponsored activities.

Section 3ASSOCIATE MEMBERSHIP ~ The following shall be eligible for ASSOCIATE MEMBERSHIP, and upon payment of dues

Board position or vote on any issues presented to the general membership. An exception will be made if an ACTIVE MEMBER holding
an elected office changes to an ASSOCIATE MEMBER status, in which case she withtitigal to complete her term of office.

Section 6:GUESTS ~ Guests of members are welcome. Those eligible for membership may attend only one Hui sponsored activit
during the Hui year as a guest of a member.

Section 7.MEMBERSO RESPONSIBILITY ~ As a condition of membership, members understand it is their responsibility to read this
Constitution and Bylaws. MemberOs signature on the membership application constitutes agreement and understanding of t
responsibility.

Setion 8: MEMBERSO LIABILITY ~ Members will understand fully that they are personally liable for all debts of the organization in
the event of bankruptcy, insolvency, and dissolution; signature on the membership application indicates understandilglay this |

Section 9:MEMBERSHIP TERMINATION ~ Termination of membership in the Hui takes place under the following conditions or

circumstances:

A. Written resignation.

B. Removal for cause, upon consideration and majority vote of the Governing Board aftextiicetion and an opportunity to be
heard.

C. End of Hui membership year (31 May).

D. Inthe event of divorce, Hui member may finish out membership year. If member holds governing board position, they will be given
the opportunity to finish the membership y@atheir position.

Section 10:ACTIVITIES ~

A. Members in good standing are eligible to participate in activatieseventsponsored by thelui, to borrow property from the Hui
Property inventory, to apply for scholarships and to receive our ggniblication theHui Lei. Members not in good standing lose
the above privileges until in good standing status is resumed.



Section 11:DUES ~

A. Dues are payable annually for membership from 1 .8 May. Half-year memberships are offered at haite from 1 January
to 31 May.

All eligible members will pay the same rate for membership dues.

The Governing Board determines membership dues.

Governing Board members, with the exception of Honorary Officer(s) and Honorary Advisor(s), must pay ddesyn fu
completionthe June Governing Board meetingorder to be eligible to vate

E. Membership dues are not refundable.
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Article IV

ELECTIONS AND VOTING

Section 1: ELECTIONS ~Thefive (5) Hui Elected Officersare elected by the general membgrsdti the April meeting. The Elected
Officers are installed at the May meeting. The new officers take offideine The Executive Board may change the dates of
nominations, election, and installations, if necess@he following procedures shall be used in the selection of Hui Elected Officers:

A. The Parliamentarian shall be tidominating Committee Chairperstinthe Parliamentarian wishes to be considered for the slate,
the Hui President will appoint another Governing Board membedyetdhe chairpersonThe Honorary Advisor will oversee the
Nominating Committee.

B. The committee should consist, but is not limited to, Parliamentarian, Honorary Advisor, two (2) governing board members and
two (2) general members. Honorary Presideatl e invited to all committee meetings.

C. The committee should be formed by Februafyatid their names presenteith a Point of Contado the general mengoshipno
later tharthe MarchHui Lei.

D. The Nominating Committee shall attempt to select a double slate. If this is not possible, individual positions may be single slatec
This will ensure the Nominating Committee does not make the decisions foertbeagmembership. The Committee will review
nominees® submitted information to ensure their knowledge, qualifications, and experience match those required of the positiol
Members of the Nominating committee are not to be considered for the slate.

E. The date of nominees shall be disclosed at the March general membership meeting. Floor nominations will be accepted from Hu
members, with the consent of the nominee.

F. Once the slate is finalized it shall be published inApgl Hui Lei prior to the electionas an insert.

Section 2: VOTING ~ All eligible members will be given the opportunity to cast one vote by absentee ballot or in person at the general
membership meetingMembers must be in good standing in order teligble to vote. Membersdo not have to pay for or attend the
April general membership meeting in order to vote. The following procedures shall be used in the election:
A. ABSENTEE VOTING
1. The slate of nominees and absentee ballots will be published in théldipréi and £nt out via email.
2. Absentee ballots will be due to the Parliamentarian by 5 pm the day prior to the general election.
3. Avalid vote consists of the voterOs selections as well as the voterOs name and signature on the absentee ballot.
B. IN PERSONVOTING (at the general membership meeting)
1. Eligible members must sign for a ballot at the voting table after being-mte®nced on a membership list to verify that
no vote has previously been cast.
2. Voters are allowed to cast their vatesecrecy.
3. Voting will conclude at 11:30 a.m.
C. TABULATION OF VOTES
1. Upon conclusion of the election both absentee and in person ballots will be tallied by the Parliamentarian or her designe
with verification by theHonorary Advisor.
2. The Officers shall be elected by a majority vote of ballots received at the April general membership meeting and the valic
absentee ballots.
3. Election results will be announced prior to the conclusion of the April general mshripbraeeting.

Section 3TERMS OF OFFICE ~ Elected Officers serve for a term of one year commendinte.

Section 4: VACANCIES ~ If a vacancy of an Elected Officer occurs, itis filled in the follgwnanner:

A. The Elected Officer shall present in writing their resignation to the Executive Board with submission ofactiaftereport.

B. In the case of the President, the First itesident becomes President and assumes the duties of the Preslderhpletes the
remainder of the term. The new President shall appoint, with the approval of the Executive Board, a new fHrssiiest. In
the event the First VieBresident is unable to assume the duties of the President, the Honorary Présiteehtud shall appoint a
President, subject to approval of the Executive Board.

C. In all other cases, the President appoints qualified successors to fill unexpired terms of office, subject to the Executive Board(
approval.



Article V
MEETINGS

Sectionl: GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETINGS ~

A. The Hui will hold general membership meetings (luncheons) on the third Thursday of each month, from September through May
The Governing Board may change the meeting schedule.

B. The Hui can transact business at any meefimgembers are notified in advance. Notificationdmail and/ opublication in the
Hui Leiis considered sufficient.

C. A majority vote of theeligible members present is necessary to pass a vote. For voting that affects the Constitution, sédIArticl
Section 1.

Section 2: SPECIAL MEETINGS ~ The Governing Board will call a special meeting of the general membership when necessary.

Section 3: EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETINGS ~ The Executive Board consists of the Honorary Offiéetvisor(s), Parliarantarian,
and the Elected Officers and meets at the discretion of the PresiékriExecutive Board members shall attend all Executive Board
meetings.

Section 4: GOVERNING BOARD MEETINGS ~ The Governing Board consists of the Honorary Officer(s), AfB)iso
Parliamentarian, Elected Officers and the Appointed Positions and is vested with the management and control of the Hui. Governir
Board members are strongly encouraged to attend all meetings. The Governing Board meets on the first Wednesdaghof the

A. The Elected and Appointed Positions, except the ParliamentmPresidentare voting members of the Governing Boafthe
Hui President will vote in the event of a tie.

B. Honorary Offices and Advisor(s) serve as neoting advisors to the Gouging Board.

C. The Governing Board meets at least once a mdating the membership yeawith the exclusion of July. The President may call
additional meetings.

D. Two thirds (2/3) of the eligible, voting members of the Governing Boarttitutes a quorum for the transaction of business.
Positions that are echaired must share one vote.

E. All motions before the Governing Board are carried by a majority vote of the quorum.

F. Governing Board meetings are open to the Hui general membeisiypmember in good standing may attend a Governing Board
meeting to observe the proceedings, to present an issue and/or to participate in the discussion on the said issue. The obsen
member will not vote. This member may attend with at leasttzoR4prior notice to the President.

G. Telephone or -enail voting by the Governing Board is done when deemed necessary by the President to conduct Hui busines:
expeditiously. The Parliamentarian oversees and certifies the voting. The voting shall follow ti@osamég Board procedures
as parts D & E of this Article.

Article VI

FINANCIAL ADMINISTRATION

Section 1: GENERAL ~ The Governing Board is charged with the responsibility of the overall financial management of Hui funds.
These responsibilities inae, but are not limited to, budgeting monies, ensuring solvency, and ensuring the ability to meet financial
obligations in order to carry out the purpose of the Hui. The financial year for the Hui shall run from June 1 through May 31.

Section 2: RESPONSILITIES ~ The financial responsibilities of the Governing Board are:

A. Review and approve the proposed budget of income and expenses to ensure that disbursement of Hui monies are programmet
accomplish the purpose contained in Article 1, Section 3.

B. Ensue that the Treasurer has the financial records and accounts of the Hui turned over to be aéditrcstoylby a qualified,
disinterested person prior to these records being turned over to the successor board.

C. If necessary, designate 10% of thésérg welfare fund to the operating fund, once a year, with the approval of the Governing
Board.

D. Manage the funds of the Hui so that after all expenses incurred, during the TreasurerOs term of office have been met, there is a ¢
reserve of $5,000 desigted for the Operating Budget, and $500 designated for the Welfare Budget.

E. Ensure that all federal and state taxes are filed and paid in accordance with all applicable laws.



Article VII
AMENDMENTS

Section 1: CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS ~
A. The constitution is amended only upon the approval of a 2/3 majority @litfilele members present at a general membership
meeting, plus the valid absentee ballots received by 5:00 p.m. on the day prior to this meeting. The meeting welhée coder
the provisions of Article V, and approved by the Commander, U.S. Army Garrison, Oahu, or his designee. Any amendments to thi
constitution and the accompanying absentee ballot are publishedhiuithei prior to the vote or sent via individumailingsor
emailto eligible members prior to the vote.
B. All amendments to the constitution are subject to review by the Commander, U.S. Army Garrison, Oahu.

Section 2:BY-LAWS AMENDMENTS ~
A. The Governing Board is empowered to amend th&8ys of the Hui. A Quorum of 2/3rds of the Governing Board must be present

for a majority vote to amend the Byaws.
B. All amendments to the Biaws are subject to review by the Commander, U.S. Army Garrison, Oahu.

Article VIII

RULES OF ORDER

Parliamenary authority will beROBERTOS RULES OF ORDEREWLY REVISED. It shall govern the Hui in all cases in which they
are applicable and insofar as they are not inconsistent with this ConstitutibayBy or any special rules that are adopted.

Article IX
DISSOLUTION

The organization is dissolved upon the recommendation by the Executive Board and the approval of a meligilyeahembers

present at a meeting as defined in Article V, sections 1 or 2 or when directed by the Commander, U Sarisay, Oahu. Any

unpaid debts of, or claims against the Hui will become the personal liabilities of the members. Prior to dissolution, the Hui will take the

following actions:

A. Furnish a complete financial report and all records of the Hui to thées@aommander for audit and retention.

B. In case of dissolution use whatever funds and assets are contained in the treasury at the time to satisfy any outstanding del
liabilities, or obligations.

C. Dispose of the balance of those assets as determinée byembership, subject to the approval of the Garrison Commander.

D. Satisfy any liabilities not payable because of lack of funds or those not covered by the HuiOs liability insurance policy, by taking

prorated collection from all the members.

Under no ciromstances will any assets personally benefit any prior or existing Hui OO Na Wahine member.
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
